Booths are located under large festival tents and outdoors on the grass at Swanny City Park. Each exhibitor must 
provide his or her display and equipment & must attend the booth. The construction of booths, building material 
or display space will be left to the imagination and creativity of the artists. Necessary building materials are the 
responsibility of the vendor – no blue tarps will be allowed as part of your booth. Each booth should display an 
identifying sign. Vehicles do not qualify as booth space.
 • Exhibitors are responsible for setting up and attending to their own booths. 
 • Booth setup time is from 7 - 10 am both mornings, although booths may be set up on Friday night from 5 - 9 

pm. Booths may remain overnight Saturday, but art must be removed.  Security will be provided SATURDAY 
NIGHT ONLY. 

 • Tear down is 6:00 p.m. Sunday. NO EARLIER. NO EXCEPTIONS.
